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Agreement of Compulsory Certification for Automotive Brake Lining
1 Contracting parties

Party A: <China Building Material Test & Certification Group Co., Ltd
              (hereinafter referred to as “CTC”)

(hereinafter referred to as “Applicant”)
2 Scope of Agreement
2.1 CTC provides services to Applicant in the range of compulsory certification business authorized by Certification and Accreditation Administration of the People’s Republic of China (hereinafter “CNCA”).
2.2 Applicant ensures to provide CTC the necessary information and facilities needed for implementation of certification. 

3 Certification personnel

CTC ensures to assign the qualified inspection persons, technical experts or specialized staff to conduct the certification inspection and the follow-up supervision after certification granted.

4 Payment   

4.1 Certification fees will be charged according to Provisions for Compulsory Certification Fee of Brake Linings for Automobiles approved and issued by CNCA and be paid to CTC by Applicant.

4.2 Applicant is committed to pay the relevant certification fees within the specified time frame incurred during certification process.

4.3 Applicant is committed to pay all the travel cost and accommodations for the inspection team/technical experts assigned by CTC for the purpose of conducting certification process. 
5 Termination of the Agreement

5.1 The conditions for termination of this agreement include:

5.1.1 When Applicant can not comply with the relevant requirements of Compulsory Product Certification, CTC has the right to terminate this Agreement and the fees paid will not be reimbursed to the Applicant.
5.1.2 When Applicant decides to terminate, a written notice shall be sent to CTC for immediate termination.

5.2 Applicant shall return the certificate(s) and the attachment(s) to CTC on the date of termination of Agreement.

6 Rights and Obligations

6.1 Rights and obligations of Applicant
a) Applicant has the right to appeal to CNCA.
b) Applicant should submit a written application with quality system documentation required by CTC.

c) Applicant ensures to pay relevant certification fees within the specified timeframe.

6.2 Rights and obligations of certificate holder
If being a certificate holder, Applicant has the following rights and obligations. If not, applicant shall ensure the certificate holder to have the rights and to bear the relevant duties.

6.2.1 Certificate Holder’s rights
a) During the period of validity of certification, certificate(s) can be used for publicity and display in advertisement, trade exhibition and promotion.

b) Certified product is allowed to affix the certification mark.

c) Holder has the rights to appeal to CNCA.

6.2.2 Certificate Holder’s obligations 

a) Certificate holder should provide necessary means, required by CTC, for inspection team, including providing documentation, records, test samples, access to areas to be inspected, and facilitating to interview persons involved.

b) When Certificate holder adopts the change to the quality system which may affect its conformity, the holder should submit a written report to CTC within 15 working days after such change.

c) If there is a major customer complaint and/or quality issue, certificate holder should make a written report to the CTC with relevant information and the evidence of the corrective measures that have been taken.     

d) Certificate holder shall not damage the reputation of CTC during the publicity of certified products.

e) Certificate holder shall use the certification mark correctly according to Regulations for Compulsory Product Certification Mark.

f) When certification is suspended, revoked or cancelled, certification holder shall stop any publicity concerning certification and return all the certification documents as required by CTC.

g) The relevant certification fees shall be paid to CTC.

6.3 Rights and obligations of CTC 

a) to carry out the certification services in the scope of business designated by CNCA-C11-20 <Implementation Rules for the Compulsory Products Certification of Brake Linings for Automobiles> and to conduct the compulsory certification for products applied by Applicant and follow-up supervision based on<Certification Catalog for Compulsory Products>. CTC is entitled to suspend, cancel and revoke the certificate when the Applicant fail to comply with the regulations.
b) to authorize the laboratories accredited by CNCA to conduct the tests of products strictly to relevant national standards.

c) to issue the certifications, which complies with the regulations by CNCA.

d) not to provide certification consulting services to Applicant (certification holder).

e) If the applicant changes their address or their contact information, they have obligation to inform the CTC. Otherwise, if the CTC fails to conduct follow-up inspection for this reason, CTC is entitled to suspend and revoke the applicant’s certificate.  

6.4 Commitment to confidentiality
Without applicant’s permission, CTC, of which staff and inspectors shall not divulge any applicant’s commercial secrets to any other third party except for CNCA.
CTC has the commitment to follow the relevant stipulations set in this Agreement during the fulfillment of this agreement and after its termination, except in the following cases：

a) any information already publicized, or required to be publicized by law.

b) any information which may be obtained by CTC through public channel.

c) any other information which shall be disclosed for certification purpose.

6.5 Special Convention

To ensure justice of certification, CTC will not implement certification on the applicant holding Party A's shares. After getting certification, Applicant shall instantly inform CTC and terminate the certification contract if Party B holds CTC's shares within certification validity. CTC will cancel Applicant's certificate.

7 Arbitration

All disputes arising from the execution of this agreement shall be submitted to Beijing Arbitration Commission for settlement.
8 Change
If there is any change of the relevant stipulations during the execution of agreement, it shall come into effect after negotiation between the both parties and writing in the agreement.
9 Miscellaneous clauses

This agreement is made in duplicate, each of which shall be held by each party, coming into force from the date of signing and stamping by both parties.  

All the documents in this agreement shall be based on the original Chinese copy.
